Finding Names on the Panels
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The Moving Wall is a half-scale replica of the Memorial in Washington DC and locating names by the Panel and Line numbers are an exact match.

Panel numbers are on the bottom of every panel. Names are arranged in chronological order of casualty, beginning at the center on panel 1E (under 1959), down panel 1E, then moving right towards 70E, then from 70W to 1W. The Wall tells a story of the day-to-day personal tragedy of war, yet the wrap-around effect provides a closure, like a wound that is closed and healing. Within a given day, the names are arranged alphabetically.

Line numbers count down from the top of each panel. On the edge of every other panel are white dots every 20 lines. Several hundred names have been added since the wall was carved in 1982. Those names were placed as close to the correct position as possible.

Name rubbings can be taken from the Moving Wall by following these directions.  The ONLY objects permitted are lumber crayons.  Use the flat edge of these hex-shaped crayons to render names on paper.  Hold the crayon by the ends and the rubbing paper firmly over the name.  Move the crayon back and forth lightly until the name appears.  Volunteers are available to help if you like.
