
Press Release (1/8/08)  Voter Registration Deadlines

As the day for Connecticut’s Presidential Preference Primaries draws near, the Hamden Registrars of Voters remind residents that only registered Republicans and Democrats are eligible to vote in the February 5 Primaries.  

Deadlines for registering are January 31, for registration by mail, and February 4, Noon, for registration in person at the Registrars of Voters office.  These deadlines apply to new voters and to unaffiliated voters who wish to enroll as Republicans or Democrats.  For voters interested in switching from one party to another for the Primary, it is too late to make the change (it takes 90 days for the switch to take effect).  

The Registrar’s office is located in Hamden Government Center, 2750 Dixwell Ave., and is open weekdays from 8:30 AM to 4:30 PM.  On January 22, the office will remain open until 7:00 PM. 

To register as a new voter, you should bring identification and something with your current Hamden address if not on the ID.  Examples of ID include driver’s license, utility bill, bank statement, paycheck, government check, or other government document containing your name and address.  People who have moved into Hamden need to re-register even if previously registered in another town.  

Unaffiliated voters can enroll in a party by filling out a new registration form.  Voters who have moved within town or changed their name should update their registration by filling out a new registration form.
