HAMDEN RABIES CLINIC ON Saturday, June 16, 2007:

The Town of Hamden, in cooperation with the Connecticut Veterinary Medical Association (CVMA) is holding their 23th Annual Rabies Vaccination Clinic on Saturday, June 16, 2007 at 2:00- 4:00 p.m. at the M.L. Keefe Center, 11 Pine Street at Dixwell Avenue.

There are no residency requirements.  Dogs must be on leashes and cats must be in carriers.

The fee is $15.00 cash only. State assistance I.D. cards shown will be allowed one free vaccination. Written proof, either a

rabies certificate showing prior vaccination or a prior license, must be presented to get a three-vaccination. (Tags are not sufficient proof). Otherwise, a one-year vaccination will be given.

Public ACT 91-46 requires that all dogs and cats 3 months of age or older must be vaccinated against rabies.  Dr. Arnold Cary will be volunteering his time for the vaccinations as well as the Animal Control Officers. Because rabies is a public health threat, it is important to protect your pets from this virus.

June is also licensing month for dogs, and the Town Clerk’s office will be selling dog licenses.  It costs $8.00 for a spayed or neutered dog (certificate must be shown), and $19.00 a license for an un-spayed/un-neutered dog.   Proof of rabies vaccination must also be shown.  We hope to see you at this important clinic.
