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Repairs of the Farmington Canal Greenway to Begin Shortly 
 

Hamden - Mayor Curt Balzano Leng announced today that repairs of the Farmington Canal 

Greenway paved surface will commence within the next two weeks, as soon as documents are 

finalized with the project’s low bidder, William M. Laydon Construction, LLC. 

 

The repairs, which will cost approximately $65,000, will consist of the removal of 

damaged pavement and underlying roots, backfilling with good material, and pavement 

replacement to match the existing grade in order to eliminate potential hazards to users of the 

Greenway.  Approximately 8,400 square feet of pavement will be replaced and minor cracks will 

be filled with a crack and joint sealant.  Weather permitting; the work should be completed by the 

end of the fall season.  

 

The project will be carried out under the direction of the Public Works Department, 

which will also replace the stone dust on the jogging path and shore up embankments in the 

spring. 

 

The majority of the repair work will take place on the northern sections of the Greenway, 

with the exception of a large area behind Stop and Shop at the corner of Skiff Street and Dixwell 

Avenue, and a smaller spot behind Home Depot. Mayor Leng noted that these portions of the 

Greenway were the oldest, and that the section north of Todd Street opened more twenty years 

ago.   

 

“Given the heavy usage of the Greenway, older sections of the trail have held up 

remarkably well. However, these repairs are still much needed and will greatly improve trail 

conditions and pedestrian safety.” said Mayor Leng.  

 

In order to ensure public safety throughout repair process, certain stretches of the path 

may be closed temporarily as construction proceeds. Signs will be posted to warn trail users and 

project updates will also be posted via the Town’s website and social media platforms.
