The Department has operated with numerous vacancies, injured officers, a number of
protests, and two severe weather events including a tornado and a tropical storm and an increase in crime,
This shortage has required the Department 1o frequently rely on sworn personnel hired on an overtime
basis ta meet staffing requirements and to maintain minimum staffing requirements of the Collective

Enclosed please find an intradepartmental transfer order for the Hamden Police Department in the amount of $14,377. These
funds will be used to cover the leasing of five (5) patrol vehicles for the duration of the remainder of the 2020 — 2021 Fiscal
Year. This transfer order will be accompanied by an order for a Master Equipment Lease Purchase Agreement with Connecticut

State approved vendor Ford Motor Credit Company LLC for the leasing of five (5) new vehicles, which will be submitted under
separate cover.

Getting the process started for police vehicle replacement has become an immediate need due to the impact it is having on our
Officers, the ability to deploy different patrols (some of which bring the Town revenue), and due to the overwhelming impact
the maintenance of our current fleet is having on our Public Works vehicle maintenance staff and associated costs.

The cost for leasing five (5) vehicies amounts to $4,792.19 per month, approximately $56,018.96 per year. This includes the

cost of maintenance. The Town will own the vehicles after five (5) years. For more information, please see attached
correspondence from Chief of Police John Sullivan.
